e Derechos en casa:

o ICE no puede ingresar a su hogar sin una orden judicial. Si los agentes llaman a la
puerta, pidales que pasen la orden por debajo de la puerta o la muestren a través de
una ventana.

e Derechos en lugares/espacios publicos:

o Silo detienen en la calle, pregunte si es libre de irse. Si es asi, aléjese con calma. Si

no, permanezca en silencio y solicite un abogado.
e Derechos en su automovil:

o Deténgase de forma segura y proporcione la documentacion solicitada. No esta
obligado a mostrar ID de los pasajeros. Puede permanecer en silencio y pedir hablar
con un abogado. Los oficiales solo pueden registrar su vehiculo con consentimiento,
orden valida o sospecha de evidencia criminal. Los requisitos varian segun el estado
y estatus migratorio.

e Derechos en su lugar de trabajo:

o Como empleado/a, tiene derechos que lo protegen de la discriminacién por origen
nacional, estatus migratorio y otros factores. Los empleadores no pueden tratarlo
injustamente debido a estos factores. Las leyes federales, como la INA, el Titulo VIl y
la ADA, protegen a los trabajadores. Si enfrenta discriminacién, puede presentar una
gueja ante la agencia correspondiente.

e Derechos en la escuela y/o universidad:

o SiICE llega a la escuela, verifique la orden judicial, asegurese de que especifique los
nombres y limite las acciones de ICE. Contacte a un abogado para orientacién. Los
padres deben nombrar un tutor y actualizar contactos de emergencia. Los
estudiantes indocumentados tienen derechos a la educacién publica, libertad de
discriminacion y protecciones, como permanecer en silencio y contactar a su
consulado.

o LaLey de Responsabilidad y Portabilidad del Seguro Médico (HIPAA, por sus siglas
en inglés) protege la privacidad de la informacién médica de todas las personas,
incluidos los inmigrantes. HIPAA también brinda a las personas control sobre como
se utiliza su informacién de salud.

e Derechos en centros de detencion:

o Sies arrestado y detenido: permanezca en silencio, solicite una llamada, rechace
firmar documentos y buscque representacion legal. Puede contactar a su consulado,
informar a inmigracion sobre la responsabilidad de cuidado infantil, solicitar fianza e
investigar las condiciones de detencion. Tiene derecho a atencién médica y una
copia de las normas de detencién.

e Derechos en custodia policial/carcel:

o Las detenciones, cargos y condenas pueden afectar su estatus migratorio. Si es
arrestado, ejerza sus derechos: permanezca en silencio, solicite una llamada, hable
con un abogado penalista e inférmese sobre su situacion migratoria.

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Know Your Rights:

All persons regardless of immigration status have certain basic rights.

You have the right to remain silent.

You have the right to speak with an attorney.

You have the right to protections against discrimination.

If law enforcement/ICE shows up at your house, DO NOT OPEN THE DOOR. Ask
them to slide the warrant under the door. It has to be signed by a judge and have
your name and address.

o Never carry false documentation with you (it is a crime).

o If you are stopped or detained, state your name and date of birth.

o DO NOT sign anything! Talk to an attorney first.

e Rights at Home:
o ICE cannot enter your home without a judicial warrant. If agents knock, ask them to
slip the warrant under the door or show it through a window.
e Rights in Public Spaces:

o If stopped on the street, ask if you are free to leave. If yes, walk away calmly. If no,

remain silent and request an attorney.
e Rightsin Your Car:

o Pull over safely and provide requested documents. You are not required to show ID
for passengers. You can remain silent and ask to speak with a lawyer. Officers can
only search your vehicle with consent, a valid warrant, or suspicion of criminal
evidence. Requirements vary based on state and immigration status.

e Rights at Work:

o As an employee, you have rights protecting you from discrimination based on national
origin, immigration status, and other factors. Employers cannot treat you unfairly due
to these factors. Federal laws, including the INA, Title VII, and the ADA, protect
workers from such discrimination. If you face discrimination, you can file a complaint
with the appropriate agency.

e Rights at School/University:

o If ICE appears at a school, verify the court order, ensure it specifies individuals'
names, and limit ICE actions. Contact a lawyer for guidance. Parents should name a
guardian and update emergency contacts. Undocumented students have rights to
public education, freedom from discrimination, and protections, including remaining
silent and contacting their consulate.

e Rights at Airports:

o At ports of entry, airports and the border, you can encounter Customs and Border
Protection (CBP), Homeland Security Investigations (HSI), Immigration and Customs
Enforcement (ICE), or Transportation Security Administration (TSA). You have rights
when interacting with them.

o Detention, charges, and convictions can affect immigration status. If arrested,
exercise your rights: remain silent, request a phone call, speak to a criminal defense
lawyer, and inform them of your immigration status. Don’t sign anything without legal
advice, and consult an immigration lawyer about potential deportation risks.

EL ESCUDO DERECHOS DE LOS INMIGRANTES Y KIT DE RECURSOS




Sus derechos en casa:

e Conozcasus derechos en casa: Si ICE llega a su puerta, no tiene que abrirla a menos que
les permita entrar a su casa o que ICE presente una orden judicial valida firmada. Si ICE
presenta una orden judicial valida firmada, pidale que la deslizan debajo de la puerta o la
muestran a través de una ventana.

e No debe invitar al oficial a su casa: Si ICE le dice que esta alli para arrestar a alguien o
registrar la casa, no abra la puerta ni lo invite a entrar a su casa. Abrir la puerta, aunque sea
1 pulgada, les concede permiso para entrar y registrar su casa, ya que pueden declarar que
tienen “causa probable” o “sospecha” de algo en su casa. Es importante decirle esto
también a otras personas de su hogar, incluidos los nifios. Si un nifio o cualquier otra
persona abre la puerta, eso puede darle permiso a ICE para ingresar a la casa.

e Protocolo de orden judicial: ICE no puede ingresar a su casa sin una orden de registro
véalida. Habla con los oficiales a través de la puerta y pideles que te muestren su
identificacion y la orden judicial. Revise la orden para determinar si es valida:

o Laorden debe ser una orden de registro: Hay dos tipos diferentes de érdenes:
una orden de registro y una orden de arresto. ICE no puede entrar a su casa con
una orden de arresto, deben tener una orden de registro.

o Laorden debe tener la direccién correcta: Sila direccién que figura en la orden
es incorrecta, ICE no puede entrar y registrar su casa, a menos que usted les de
permiso.

o Laorden debe tener lafirma de un juez: Para que sea valida, la orden de registro
debe estar firmada por un juez. Si un oficial de inmigracion firmé la orden, no es una
orden de registro valida. Sin la orden firmada por un juez, ICE no puede registrar su
casa, a menos que usted les de permiso.

e Tienes derecho a permanecer en silencio: Si ICE tiene una orden judicial valida y entra a
Su casa, puede optar por permanecer en silencio. Si debe hablar, digale al agente que le
gustaria hablar con un abogado antes de responder cualquier pregunta.

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Your Rights at Home:

e Know your rights at home: If ICE comes to your door, you do not have to open the door
unless you allow them permission to enter your home or ICE presents a valid signed judicial
warrant. If ICE presents a valid judicial warrant, ask them to slip it under the door or show it
through a window.

e You should NOT invite the officer into your home: If ICE tells you they are there to arrest
someone or search the home, do not open the door or invite them into your home. Opening
the door, even 1 inch, grants them permission to enter and search your home as they may
state they have "probable cause" or "suspicion" of something in your home. It is important to
also tell this to others in your home, including children. If a child or any other individual opens
the door, that may give ICE permission to enter the home.

e Warrant Protocol: ICE cannot enter your home without a valid search warrant. Talk with the
officers through the door and ask them to show you their identification and the warrant.
Review the warrant to determine if it is valid:

o The warrant must be a search warrant: There are two different types of warrant: a
search warrant and an arrest warrant. ICE cannot enter your home with an arrest
warrant, they must have a search warrant.

o The warrant must have the correct address: If the address on the warrant is
incorrect, ICE cannot search your home, unless you grant them permission.

o The warrant must have a judge’s signature: To be valid, the search warrant must
be signed by a judge. If an immigration officer signed the warrant, it is not a valid
search warrant. Without the warrant signed by a judge, ICE cannot search your
home, unless you grant them permission.

e You have the right to remain silent: If ICE has a valid warrant and enters your home, you
can choose to remain silent. If you must speak, tell the agent you would like to speak to an
attorney before answering any questions.

e Documentar el encuentro: Registre el encuentro de manera segura, si es posible. Anote los
nameros de placa, nombres y detalles sobre la situacion. Ademas, las notas contemporaneas
son notas tomadas en el momento o poco después de que ocurra un evento. Representan el
mejor recuerdo de lo que presenciaste y pueden ser utilizadas en el tribunal si se toman
correctamente.

e Tiene derecho a negarse a un registro: No es necesario que dé su consentimiento para que
lo registren a usted y a sus pertenencias. Indique claramente que no da su consentimiento para
un registro. Los oficiales pueden continuar registrandote a usted y a sus pertenencias,
independientemente de su negativa. Mantenga la calma y no se resista a la inspeccion, y
mantenga las manos donde el oficial pueda verlas. Manifestar su objecién preserva sus
derechos. A partir de entonces, el oficial no puede arrestarlo sin una orden judicial o prueba de
gue ha cometido un delito.

e Tiene derecho a permanecer en silencio: No tiene que responder a ninguna pregunta sinla
presencia de su representante legal. (En algunos estados, se le puede exigir que diga su
nombre si un agente le pide que se identifique y un agente puede arrestarle por negarse a
hacerlo). Puede mostrar al agente su “tarjeta roja” o decirle que esta ejerciendo su derecho a
permanecer en silencio. Si tiene que hablar, diga sélo que quiere hablar con su representante
legal antes de responder a las preguntas.

e No mienta: No tiene por qué informarles de su situacién migratoria y no debe mentir sobre ella
ni facilitar documentacion falsa.

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Your rights in public spaces:

Interactions with Law Enforcement: There are guidelines for dealing with ICE or law
enforcement during public interactions. You have rights that protect you, regardless of your
immigration status

Know Your Rights if approached by ICE or police in public: If approached by ICE or
police in public, ask if you are free to leave. If they say “yes”, walk away calmly. If they say
“no,” do not run or walk away, stay where you are.

You have the right to speak with an attorney: If the officer tells you that you cannot walk
away, and that you have been detained. You should ask to speak to an attorney and then
remain silent. You have the right to speak with a legal representative. It is okay if you have
not hired a legal representative; you still have the right to consult with one.

Documenting the Encounter: Safely record the interaction, if possible. Note badge
numbers, names, and details about the situation. Also, contemporaneous notes are notes
made at the time or shortly after an event occurs. They represent the best recollection of
what you witnessed and can be used in court if they are taken correctly.

You have the right to refuse a search: You do not have to consent to a search of yourself
and your belongings. State clearly that you do not consent to a search. Officers may
continue to search yourself and your belongings, regardless of your refusal. Stay calm and
do not resist the inspection, and keep your hands where the officer can see them. Stating
your objection preserves your rights. Thereafter, the officer cannot arrest you without a
warrant or proof that you have committed a crime.

You have the right to remain silent: You do not have to answer any questions without the
presence of your legal representative. (In some states, you may be required to state your
name if an officer asks you to identify yourself and an officer may arrest you for refusing to
do so). You can show the officer your “red card” or tell the officer you are exercising your
right to remain silent. If you must speak, only say that you want to talk to your legal
representative before answering questions.

Do not lie: You do not have to let them know your immigration status, and you should not lie
about your immigration status and/or provide false documentation.

e Detenga el automavil tan pronto como sea posible de manera segura.

e Debe haber unarazén para detenerte.

o Siun oficial de policia lo detiene, debe tener una sospecha razonable de que alguien
en el automovil cometié una infraccion o delito local o estatal. Si un oficial de
inmigracion lo detiene, debe tener una sospecha razonable de que alguien en el
automovil cometié una infraccion de inmigracién o un delito federal. Puedes
preguntar:

m ¢ Soy libre de irme?
m ¢ Eres policia/inmigracion?
m ¢ Por qué me detuviste?
e Sjusted esta conduciendo, cuando se le solicite, proporcione la documentacion
necesaria, que incluye licencia de conducir, registro y comprobante de seguro.

o Sino tiene estos documentos, puede decirle al oficial que no los tiene o que esta
ejerciendo su derecho a guardar silencio. Algunos estados exigen que usted tenga
una licencia de conducir védlida si conduce un vehiculo. No hacerlo puede resultar en
un arresto.

o Siun oficial le pide ID a un pasajero, no es necesario que se la proporcione.

Consulte con un abogado o defensor local para entender cuando debe presentar identificacién, con
excepciones segun los estados y escenarios. Por ejemplo, en la mayoria de los estados, se le
requiere mostrar una licencia de conducir si se le solicita durante una parada de tréfico. En ciertas
situaciones, como si estd involucrado en un proceso legal o en una interaccién con la policia,
también puede ser necesario presentar documentos adicionales, como su identificacién migratoria,
tarjeta de residente permanente (tarjeta verde) o visa, si no es ciudadano de EE. UU. y para
confirmar su estatus legal. Los requisitos pueden variar segun las leyes locales, las circunstancias
especificas o su estatus migratorio.

e Si el oficial tiene una orden judicial, solicite una identificacién y revise la orden.

o Orden de registro: Los oficiales pueden registrar su automavil si (1) usted da su
consentimiento, (2) tienen una orden de registro que especifica exactamente qué
automovil se debe registrar y la orden esta firmada por un juez y no por un oficial de
inmigracion, o (3) creen que su automovil contiene evidencia de un crimen.

o Orden de arresto: Si un oficial de ICE tiene una orden de arresto, puede arrestar a
la persona nombrada en la orden. Una orden de arresto NO le da permiso a ICE
para registrar su automovil.

e Tienes derecho a permanecer en silencio.

o Puede ejercer su derecho a permanecer en silencio mostrando su tarjeta Conozca
sus derechos o diciéndole al oficial que esta ejerciendo su derecho a permanecer en
silencio. Si debe hablar, diga que le gustaria hablar con un abogado antes de
responder preguntas.

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Your Rights in Your Car:

e Stop the car as soon as safely possible:

o After stopping, turn off the car, open the window part way, and place your hands on
the wheel.

e There must be a reason to stop you:

o If a police officer stops you, they must have reasonable suspicion that someone in
the car committed a local or state violation or crime. If an immigration officer stops
you, they must have reasonable suspicion that someone in the car committed an
immigration violation or federal crime.

You can ask:
m  Am | free to leave?
m Are you the police/immigration?
= Why did you stop me?
e If you are driving, upon request, provide necessary documentation, which includes
driver’s license, registration, and proof of insurance:

o If you don't have these documents, you can let the officer know you do not have
them or that you are exercising your right to remain silent. Some states do require you
to have a valid driver’s license, if driving a vehicle. Failure to do so may result
in consequences.

o If you do not have lawful status, you should not provide foreign identification.

o If an officer asks a passenger for identification, they do not have to provide it.

Consult with a local advocate or counsel to understand when you must produce identification, with
exceptions for varying states and scenarios. For example, in most states, you are required to show a
driver's license if requested during a traffic stop. In certain situations, such as if you are involved in a
legal proceeding or interaction with law enforcement, you may also need to present additional
documents like your immigration identification, legal permanent resident card (green card), or visa if
you are not a U.S. citizen and to confirm lawful status.

Your Rights in Detention Centers:

If you are arrested and placed in immigration detention, you have rights that can help protect you:

Right to Remain Silent:

o You do not have to answer questions about where you were born, how you entered
the U.S., or how long you've been here. Anything you say could be used against you
later, so it’s better to stay silent.

e Right to a Phone Call:

o Make sure to provide your “A” number (immigration number) to a trusted family

member or friend. This can help them locate you and find legal assistance.
e Right to Refuse to Sign Documents:

o Never sign anything, like voluntary departure or removal orders, without consulting a

lawyer. Signing could give up your right to stay in the U.S.
e Right to Legal Representation:

o While the government won’t provide or pay for a lawyer, you are entitled to hire one.

If you can'’t afford one, ask for a list of free or low-cost legal services.
e Right to Legal Help During Immigration Conversations:

o You have the right to legal representation when speaking with immigration
authorities. A lawyer can visit you in detention and represent you during immigration
hearings.

e Right to Contact Your Consulate:

o Immigration must allow you to contact your consulate upon request, or at least inform

them of your arrest. Your consulate can help with legal aid and advice.
e If You Care for Children:

o If you are responsible for caring for children, inform immigration officers. You should
be given time to arrange care for them. Ideally, you should have a plan in place with
the caregiver ahead of time, and ensure the school has the necessary documents if
your children are enrolled.

e Right to Request Bond:

o You may be eligible for release on bond while awaiting your immigration case. If
denied bond, you can ask for it to be reduced. If you can’t afford the bond, contact a
bond fund.

e Know the Conditions of Detention:

o Detention facilities must meet certain standards, including safety, access to medical
care, food, water, sanitation, and the ability to file complaints. You have the right to
receive a copy of these standards, and the right to file a complaint if they are not met.

e Right to Health Care:
o You are entitled to mental and physical health care, regardless of your gender,
sexuality, or sexual identity.

o Write the document to authorize the power of attorney including how long the power
of attorney should last and details about the assets such as the names of the banks,
account numbers, locations of the assets, etc... Each state may have different legal
regulations, so be sure to follow the requirements and consider the possibility of
drafting a power of attorney from abroad if absolutely necessary. Keep a copy of all
your own records and the agent’s records of all the actions they take under the power
of attorney.

o Generally, a POA starts with a paragraph identifying the state and county where the
immigrant is when he or she is signing the form, giving the name of the immigrant
principal and the name of the agent. The next paragraph is usually a list of possible
powers the immigrant can give the agent. The immigrant will check off all the powers
he or she would like the agent to have.

o In general, a POA must always be in writing, and may have to be witnessed by one
or more persons, notarized, or recorded at the county courthouse, depending on
where, and for what purpose, the POA is being used.

o “General” POA, Special or Limited POA, and Springing POA. An agent should be a
person who has the necessary documentation to be in the U.S. legally if possible, a
person residing in the same state the POA will be used, a person who can be trusted
to act in accordance with the immigrant’s wishes and be trusted to take the time to
manage these responsibilities.

o  WARNING: Be cautious when considering a spouse or intimate partner as your
agent. The immigrant’s interests can quickly become opposed if there is a divorce or

o Some states have a “Statutory form” serving as the model POA form that contains all
of the required instructions and information to make it valid and accepted within the
state. These states include California, New York, Texas, and Florida. The forms can
be downloaded online from the state’s official websites by searching “Statutory form
power of attorney” and your state.

o If a third party is refusing to accept the POA from the agent, consider reaching out to
a lawyer and possibly bringing forward a lawsuit if the third party is acting
unreasonably. Otherwise, they may bring forward another way to resolve the
situation such as filling out the

o Key financial items to consider and have organized to be readily available:

m Bank
e Depends on bank. Either close or see if you can access in your home
country.
m Cash

e Find a U.S. bank with ATMs in foreign countries to avoid problems
with carrying cash across the border. Consider sending a bank draft
as well since they can be cancelled if lost.

m Car

e If selling your car, be sure to put the sale in writing, request the buyer
pay in cash, file title and tax forms with the DMV, and communicate
the sale to your automobile insurance carrier.

m Residential Lease

e Understand the terms of your lease and if you are responsible for

unpaid rent, or if you can sublease to someone else.
m Home

e If you are not familiar with the sales process for your home, consider
contacting a real estate agent as it is very important that the sale
complies with all laws. To gift your home, you will need to follow a
strict process as well of executing a deed, preparing the appropriate
paperwork for state and local tax forms, resolve mortgage issues, and
register miscellaneous liabilities, such as insurance and utilities.

m Business

e To transfer or sell your business, refer to your local rules and
regulations by consulting with local city, county, and state agencies
for additional guidance on the process.

m Social Security and Veterans Benefits

e If your dependents are U.S. citizens, they can continue to receive
benefits.

e If you are lawfully admitted to the U.S. for permanent residence after
being deported, any benefits that were unpaid on account of your
deportation may be payable when you are readmitted.

m Collecting Unpaid Wages and Final Paycheck

The specific requirements and procedures can vary significantly depending the relevant laws in your jurisdiction and the specific circumstances of your
situation.

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You have the right to wages for any work that you have done
regardless of work authorization. If your address changes because of
detention or deportation, notify your employer of your new address to
send your final paycheck.

If you are not paid your final paycheck, you may make a formal
complaint with the Department of Labor or your state labor office.
Some nonprofit organizations and your consulate may also be able to
assist you.

Your debt is not discharged when you leave the country. Many banks
and other lenders are multinational and may attempt to collect the
debt if it is not paid.

Be sure to contact the lender to notify them of the situation and
forwarding address either before or immediately following
deportation. Request receipt of your notification to validate that you
contacted them.

Even if you are not a lawful permanent resident for immigrant law
purposes, you may be a resident alien for tax law purposes.

If you are a non-resident alien for tax purposes, complete Form
1040NR or Form 1040NR-EZ at the end of the tax year in order to
possibly receive any refund.

If you are a resident alien for tax purposes, complete Form 1040 as
you would have in the U.S.

Failing to file your appropriate tax forms may result in civil and
criminal penalties which may disqualify you from ever immigrating to
the U.S. again.

Moving Property to Mexico

“Menaje de casa” is a list of items to be imported into Mexico,
specifically. Mexican Customs is very strict and has their own
requirements for moving your household goods into the country. For
example, you cannot label a box with your kitchenware “Cutlery,” you
would have to be specific by saying “10 forks and 5 spoons.” For
electronics, the model number has to be written next to the product
description.

For a list of what can be imported, visit your local Mexican consulate
or visit the official Mexican consulate website for more details.

Assets of Minor Children

If your child(ren) holds property in their name as a U.S. citizen, the
deportation of their parents could disrupt their possession.

Be sure to reference local and state laws to see what age they qualify
to own specific types of property such as bank accounts and cars.
Creating a guardianship would allow the guardian to take control of
the assets until the child is of age.

This means the minor would be allowed to fully own all property
in their name and enter into legally-binding contracts. In order to be
emancipated, the minor would need to show they are capable to
handle their own financial and health-related affairs.

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Commentary on Notary Publics

A Notary Public is a public servant and officer of the state who is authorized to:

Take acknowledgements.

Take depositions.

Certify copies of documents not recordable in public record.
Administer oath.

The primary duty of a Notary Public is to show that he/she, acting as a disinterested party,
has noted that the signer of a document understands the importance of what he/she is
signing, that the signature is that of the signer, and that the document was signed willingly.
The signature and seal of the Notary Public in and of themselves do not provide proof of
these facts, but they do allow people in trade and commerce to rely on Notary Public as a
third party who has no personal stake in the transaction.

If you need something notarized, do the following when you seek a Notary Public:
o Search for a notary through the American Society of Notaries or somewhere
reputable such as your bank or tax preparation company.
o Make sure the notary is authorized to notarize your document by asking to see the
actual stamp imprint and the validity year.
o Once your document has been stamped, make sure the notary’s name, commission
number, and the date when the commission expires are visible.

About Notary Fraud

o The American Bar Association explains that it is important to note that some notaries
who present themselves as qualified to offer legal advice or services related to
immigration and other legal matters do not always have such qualifications and
routinely victimize members of immigrant communities. Such representatives may
include statements that

m The individual is an attorney.

m The individual is authorized to represent immigrants before the United States
Citizenship and Immigration Service (USCIS), or before immigration courts.

m The individual is a legal assistant.

m The individual is qualified to assist in preparing a will, corporate document or
other legal paperwork.

o Misrepresentation of legal qualifications can have serious consequences for
immigrants, including missed deadlines, deportation, and legal liability from false
claims. Additionally, immigrants may lose significant money by paying for services
from unqualified individuals. To avoid these risks, it’s vital to seek assistance only
from licensed professionals.

Terminologia Importante:

e Abogado:

o Los abogados asesoran y representan a clientes durante casos civiles o penales.
Brindan asesoramiento profesional, preparan documentales y comparecen ante el
tribunal para defender a sus clientes. Explican cuestiones legales, asesoran a los
clientes sobre litigios que los involucran e investigan todos los elementos del caso,
incluida la documentacion oficial, incluido un informe policial. Prestan mucha
atencién a los elementos del sistema legal que pertenecen al caso del cliente y
buscan alegatos relevantes presentados previamente.

e Debido Proceso:

o Proteccién contra la privacién de la vida, la libertad o la propiedad sin seguir un

procedimiento justo establecido por la norma vigente.
e Deportacion:

o La expulsion de una persona de un pais, generalmente porque ha violado las leyes

de inmigracion.
e Expulsion Expedita:

o SiICE o CBP arrestan a alguien dentro de EE. UU. (no en la frontera), por lo
general, esa persona tiene la oportunidad de ver a un juez de inmigracién antes de
ser deportada. La "expulsiéon expedita” permite que el gobierno deposite a una
persona rapidamente si creen que esta indocumentada, sin que un juez revise el
caso. La Unica excepcidn es si la persona dice que teme regresar a su pais y pasa
una entrevista, lo que podria permitirle solicitar asilo.

e HIPAA:

o Unaley del Congreso de los EE.UU. destinada a prohibir que los proveedores de
atencion médica y las empresas denominadas entidades cubiertas revelen
informacion protegida a cualquier persona que no sea un paciente y los
representantes autorizados del paciente sin su consentimiento.

e ICE (Agencia para el Control de Inmigraciéon y Aduanas):

o ICE es una agencia dentro del Departamento de Seguridad Nacional (DHS por sus
siglas en ingles) que, entre otras funciones, gestiona la detencion de personas
acusadas de violar las leyes de inmigracion en los Estados Unidos o en sus
fronteras. Segun la ley de inmigracién de los Estados Unidos, el ICE esta obligado a
detener a algunas personas nacidas en el extranjero que encuentra en los Estados
Unidos cuando violan su estatus migratorio. Ademas, el ICE tiene la opcion de
detener a personas que estan en proceso de procedimientos de inmigracion o que
estan en proceso de ser expulsadas de los Estados Unidos.

e Notarios:

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o Un notario es un funcionario designado por el gobierno estatal para servir al publico
como testigo imparcial durante las notarias.

e Notas contemporaneas:

o Notas tomadas en el momento o poco después de que ocurra un evento.
Representan el mejor recuerdo de lo que presenciaste y pueden ser utilizadas en el
tribunal si se toman correctamente.

e Orden judicial:

o Orden de registro: Una orden de registro es una orden firmada por un juez que
autoriza a un agente de la ley a realizar un registro de una determinada persona, un
lugar especifico o un automévil en busca de pruebas criminales.

o Orden de arresto: Una orden de arresto es un documento emitido por un juez que
autoriza a la policia a detener a alguien acusado de un delito. La autoridad
competente emite una orden de arresto previa demostracién de causa probable, lo
gue significa que se puede emitir una orden si una persona razonable cree que la
informacion disponible es suficiente para sugerir actividades delictivas.

e Poder notarial:

o Un poder notarial se acepta en todos los estados, pero las normas y requisitos
difieren de un estado a otro. Un poder notarial otorga a una o mas personas la
facultad de actuar en su nombre como su agente. El poder puede limitarse a una
actividad concreta, como cerrar la venta de su casa, o ser de aplicacién general. El
poder puede otorgar autoridad temporal 0 permanente para actuar en su nombre.

e Tarjetaverde:

o Eltitular de una tarjeta verde es un residente permanente al que se le ha otorgado
autorizacion para vivir y trabajar en los Estados Unidos de manera permanente.
Como prueba de esa condicién, el Servicio de Ciudadania e Inmigracion de los
Estados Unidos (USCIS) otorga a la persona una tarjeta de residente permanente,
comunmente llamada "tarjeta verde".

e Tarjetaroja:

o Todas las personas en los Estados Unidos - sin importar su estatus migratorio -
tienen derechos y protecciones bajo la constitucion del pais. Las “tarjetas rojas”
ayudan a los inmigrantes ejercer esos derechos y protegerse en muchas
situaciones, como cuando agentes de inmigracion visitan nuestras viviendas.

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Important Terminology:

Attorney

o Attorneys advise and represent clients during civil or criminal cases. They provide
professional advice, prepare documents, and appear in court to plead on behalf of
their clients. They explain legal issues, advise clients on litigation involving them, and
research all case elements, including official documentation including a police report.
They pay close attention to the legal system elements that pertain to the client's case
and search for relevant, previously filed pleadings.

Contemporaneous Notes:

o Notes made at the time or shortly after an event occurs. They represent the best
recollection of what you withessed and can be used in court if they are taken
correctly.

Deportation:

o The removal of a person from a country, usually because they have violated

immigration laws.
Due Process:

o Protection against being deprived of life, liberty, or property without following a fair

procedure established by the existing rules
Expedited Removal:

o If ICE or CBP arrests someone inside the U.S. (not at the border), they usually get a
chance to see an immigration judge before being deported. "Expedited removal" lets
the government deport someone quickly if they think the person is undocumented,
without a judge’s review. The only exception is if the person says they fear returning
to their country and passes an interview, which could allow them to apply for asylum.

Green Card:

o A Green Card holder is a permanent resident that has been granted authorization to
live and work in the United States on a permanent basis. As proof of that status, U.S.
Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) grants a person a permanent resident
card, commonly called a "Green Card." You are required to have your green card on
you at ALL TIMES as a legal permanent resident.

Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA):

o A U.S Act of Congress aimed at prohibiting healthcare providers and businesses
called covered entities from disclosing protected information to anyone other than a
patient and the patient’s authorized representatives without their consent

ICE (Immigration and Customs Enforcement):

o ICE, an agency of the Department of Homeland Security, its other duties, manages
the detention of individuals who are accused of breaking immigration laws in the
United States or at its borders. Under U.S. immigration law, ICE is required to detain
some foreign-born individuals it encounters in the U.S. when they are in violation of
their immigration status. In addition, ICE has the option to detain individuals who are
placed in immigration proceedings or who are in the process of being removed from
the U.S.

“Red Card”

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o All people in the United States, regardless of immigration status, have certain rights
and protections under the U.S. Constitution. The “Red Cards” help people assert
their rights and defend themselves in many situations, such as when ICE agents go
to a home.

e Notary:

o A Notary Public is an official appointed by a state government to serve the public as
an impartial witness during notarizations. As ministerial officials, they are expected to
follow statutory rules without the exercise of significant personal discretion.

e Power of attorney:

o A power of attorney is accepted in all states, but the rules and requirements differ
from state to state. A power of attorney gives one or more persons the power to act
on your behalf as your agent. The power may be limited to a particular activity, such
as closing the sale of your home, or be general in its application. The power may
give temporary or permanent authority to act on your behalf.

e Warrant:

o Search Warrant: A search warrant is a warrant signed by a judge authorizing a law
enforcement officer to conduct a search on a certain person, a specified place, or an
automobile for criminal evidence.

o Arrest Warrant: An arrest warrant is a document issued by a judge that authorizes
the police to take someone accused of a crime into custody. An arrest warrant is
issued by the competent authority upon a showing of probable cause, which means a
warrant may be issued if a reasonable person would believe the information at hand
is sufficient to suggest criminal activities.
